In 2009, after returning from USA, Dr. Khachik Gevorgyan continued teaching Persian Language and Literature at the Department of Iranian Studies, Yerevan State University. 
While at Harvard Khachik became a member of National Association for Armenian Studies and Research (NAASR) and Society for Armenian Studies (SAS). 
In Yerevan he was elected a board member of the Armenian British Connect (ABC) in early June 2009. 
In June 2009 he hosted International Conference “The Turkic World, the Caucasus, and Iran: Civilisational Crossroads of Interactions”, held in Tsakhkadzor, July 10-12, 2009. 
During 2009 within “Armenian Association for Academic Partnership and Support - ARMACAD” (www.armacad.org) Khachik Gevorgyan organized more than 20 seminars and lectures on “How to apply to Harvard Business School”, “How to apply to Chicago Business School”, “How to apply to Yale University”, “How to apply to Michigan (Ann Arbor) University”, “How to apply to Yale University” and on many academic issues such as “The place of the Armenian Church amongst Christian Churches”, “A buffer state? The beginnings of the Armenian question”, “The Current Situation in Social Sciences and the Humanities in Armenia”, “The Talyshi Language: Origins, History and Influences from the Languages of the South Caucasus”, “Alternative Orthodoxy: Religious and Political Dissent in Contemporary Russia” and so on. 
From 08-11/October/2009 Dr. Gevorgyan served as a discussant of the panel “Armenians and Islam”, Central Eurasian Studies Society 10th Annual Conference, University of Toronto, Toronto, Canada. This panel was organized by Mushegh Asatryan from Yale University and Khachik Gevorgyan from Harvard (https://www.cess.muohio.edu/CESSpg_conf_prog2009.html). He also conducted a lecture at McGill University on October 13th on “Armenian Association for Academic Partnership and Support”. 
In February 2010 Khachik Gevorgyan was elected as the speaker of the US Alumni Association of Armenia.
