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In 1997 entered Yerevan State University and in 2001 received her BSW. During the same year Mrs. Karamyan started her professional practice in the state organization “Republican Centre of Social Service for Lonely Elderly People”. In 2002 she moved to Moscow for about 2 years with the purpose of continuing her study in social work and receiving Master degree. By the end of 2003 she graduated Moscow School of Social and Economic Sciences, which is Russian-British postgraduate university, and returned home with 2 diplomas (Russian diploma awarded by MSSES and British diploma awarded by Manchester University). 

From the beginning of 2004 Mrs. Karamyan started her career in teaching social work at Yerevan State University, Faculty of Sociology. In 02.01.2009 her contract with YSU was renewed. She also has an experience of working in different NGOs as a senior social worker, psychosocial counsellor, group social worker, and a head of multidisciplinary team. Besides she has more than 5 years’ experience of working as a trainer. Mrs. Karamyan is an author of 4 scientific articles. She participated in various conferences and workshops.
